STAT 1100 Descriptive Statistics (3)

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STAT 3100 Inferential Statistics (3)

central tendency and dispersion, probability distributions, the
Central Limit Theorem, Sampling, Estimation, Hypothesis testing,
Analysis of Variance (ANOVA), Correlation and Regression
Analysis.
